(c) For purposes of this subsection, the term "bulk owner"
means the single holder of such voting interests or an owner
together with a related entity or entities that would be
considered an insider, as defined in s. 726.102, holding such
voting interests. If the condominium association is a
residential association proposed for termination pursuant to
this section and, at the time of recording the plan of
termination, at least 80 percent of the total voting interests
are owned by a bulk owner, the plan of termination is subject to
the following conditions and limitations:

1. If the former condominium units are offered for lease
to the public after the termination, each unit owner in
occupancy immediately before the date of recording of the plan
of termination may lease his or her former unit and remain in
possession of the unit for 12 months after the effective date of
the termination on the same terms as similar unit types within
the property are being offered to the public. In order to obtain
a lease and exercise the right to retain exclusive possession of
the unit owner's former unit, the unit owner must make a written
request to the termination trustee to rent the former unit
within 90 days after the date the plan of termination is
recorded. Any unit owner who fails to timely make such written
request and sign a lease within 15 days after being presented

with a lease is deemed to have waived his or her right to retain

For
purposes of this subparagraph, the term "fair market value"
means the price of a unit that a seller is willing to accept and
a buyer is willing to pay on the open market in an arms-length
transaction based on gimilar units sold in other condominiums,
including units sold in bulk purchases but excluding units sold
at wholesale or distressed prices. The purchase price of units
acquired in bulk following a bankruptcy or foreclosure shall not
be considered for purposes of determining fair market value.

4. The plan of termination must provide for payment of a
first mortgage encumbering a unit to the extent necessary to
satisfy the lien, but the payment may not exceed the unit's
share of the proceeds of termination under the plan. If the unit
owner is current in payment of both assessments and other
monetary obligations to the association and any mortgage
encumbering the unit as of the date the plan of termination is
recorded, the receipt by the holder of the unit's share of the
proceeds of termination under the plan or the outstanding
balance of the mortgage, whichever is less, shall be deemed to
have satisfied the first mortgage in full.

5. Before a plan of termination is presented to the unit

owners for consideration pursuant to this paragraph, the plan

must include the following written disclosures in a sworn
statement:

natural person or persons who, directly or indirectly, own or
control 20 percent or more of the artificial entity or entities
that constitute the bulk owner.

b. The units acquired by any bulk owner, the date each
unit was acquired, and the total amount of compensation paid to
each prior unit owner by the bulk owner, regardless of whether
attributed to the purchase price of the unit.

c. The relationship of any board member to the bulk owner
